Dear Mr. X,

In compliance with the court order issued by JudgeX I am sending a copy of the test questions and answer sheet for the Minnesota Multiphasic Personality Inventory, Second Edition (MMPI-2) that was completed by DEFENDANT on January 2, 2009. 

I understand and appreciate the actions that you volunteered to take in your March 13, 2009 letter; specifically, to limit access to the MMPI-2 test questions to yourself and to destroy the materials at the completion of the trial. I refer you to the letter by Ms. Sheehan of Pearson Assessments, which requests, in part, that;

We recommend that such protective agreements and orders include the following minimum [emphasis in original] elements: (a) restricting access to the materials and the testimony regarding the materials to the most limited audience possible, preferably only to individuals who satisfy NCS Pearson’s qualification policy; (b) restricting copying of the test materials; (c) requiring that inclusion of an appropriate restrictive legend on the procured materials indicating that the test materials are subject to specified terms of the identified protective order and may be used solely for limited purposes in connection with the specified case; (d) requiring return or destruction of the materials at the conclusion of the proceedings (and confirmation of such return or destruction); and (e) sealing the record (including disclosed writings and transcripts of courtroom and deposition testimony) [emphasis in original] to the extent any portion of such materials are disclosed in pleadings, testimony or other documents.
You have graciously agreed to conform to the first four of these guidelines. I request that Mr. Y – who I presume will also have access to these materials – also conform to these guidelines. Additionally, I respectfully request that the Court elect to follow the fifth recommendation; to seal any portion of the record that includes the text of questions on the MMPI-2.
